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On Saturday, October 16th, Cassina welcomed 90 attendees of the 

Annual Fall Meeting of the Society for Georgia Archeology.  The 

theme of their meeting was Historic Preservation of Prehistoric, 

Colonial, and Plantation Structures on the Coast.  The most 

exciting element of this visit to Cassina was that Daniel Elliott of 

the Lamar Institute brought his ground-penetrating radar 

equipment to scan the Cassina grounds for long-buried items of 

historical interest and for the foundations of the possible second 

row of cabins.  Frances Allen and Janis Rodriguez suggested 

where those cabins were most likely sited and laid out the area for 

Mr. Elliott who volunteered his time and talent and spent the entire 

morning scanning the area outside of our fence.  A report of the 

results should be available to us soon. 

Attendees were appreciative of our beautiful gardens, grounds and 

cabins.  They had many questions and we received a great deal of 

positive comment about our cabins and our efforts to preserve 

history.
