Garden Club of Georgia 

Historic Garden Initiative  
 

The Garden Club of Georgia requested that 

Cassina participate in the Historic Garden 

Initiative for the Cherokee Garden Library, 

Atlanta History Center, to research the 

Hamilton Plantation Garden that was 

developed by the Lewis family during the 

first half of the 20
th
 century.  The garden 

was located on land that is now Epworth-

by-the-Sea.  Frances Allen volunteered to 

lead the project and assembled a team 

consisting of herself, Beverly Nash, Janis 

Rodriguez, Julie Spivey, Jennifer Kuja and 

Sharon Flores to document the garden.   

 

After months of research that included 

unearthing old photos, reading private 

papers, tracing the changes in the 

landscape and interviewing personnel at 

Epworth, Coastal Georgia Historical 

Society and local historians, a 

comprehensive report was produced and 

sent to the Garden Club of Georgia.  A 

copy was presented to Judi Fergus and 

David Ogletree, Epworth-by-the-Sea 

Museum on March 18th, and Cassina 

retains a copy for our records.
